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The College: A Brief Introduction

Established in 2018, Government Girls College, Palwal, Kurukshetra, is a premier
educational institution in Kurukshetra, primarily providing higher education to girls. The
college is permanently affiliated with Kurukshetra University. It is considered a promising
higher education option for girls from the Kurukshetra district and surrounding rural areas.
The college has approximately 35 highly qualified permanent faculty members who provide
consistent quality education and guidance. The college's spacious, newly constructed building
is equipped with modern infrastructure, including smart classrooms, language lab and other
high-tech laboratories and an e-library. Facilities such as 2 free bus service for girls'
transportation are also available to provide better educational and transportation facilities to
students.

Academically, the college offers various courses at the undergraduate (UG) and
postgraduate (PG) levels. A total of 8 courses are offered at the UG level and 4 at the PG
level. The main courses offered are BA, BCom, BSc Non-Medical, BSc Computer Science,
BCA. New courses have also been introduced in the college in the past year such as MA
Hindi, MA History, MCom, MSc Math (a two-year course covering subjects like
Mathematics and Research). PG courses are also being offered.

Under the able leadership of the college Principal, Dr. Gagandeep Kaur, the hard work of
both teaching and non-teaching staff is taking the institution to new heights. They ensure the
smooth functioning of academic and administrative functions. Emphasis is placed on
vocational education for students, enabling them to pursue careers in various fields such as
commerce, literature, computer programming, and more.
